Early Check-In

HANDOUTS
How to access handouts

Navigate to either the Conference App or Attendee Hub

online. Make sure you are logged in!

1.

Tap or click on the session you wish to access handouts from.2.

Tap or click ‘Add session’ and refresh your page.3.

On the app, scroll down until you see ‘Attachments’.4.

     On Attendee Hub, look for ‘Resources’ on the right of your screen.

If the session provides handouts, they will be available in those

locations.

NOTE: Not all sessions have handouts. No hard copies will be

provided.

SURVEYS
How to access session surveys
All surveys will be conducted via the Conference App. Session

surveys will appear within the session on the Conference App 20

minutes before it concludes. You MUST scan into the session with

your badge in order to see the session survey.

How to access the overall survey
The overall event survey will appear on the last day of the

conference on the home page of the Conference App. Once you

take the overall survey, you will be emailed your certificate of

training with a list of sessions you scanned into.

What is the dress code?
