Install the CCAW app
Search ‘CCAW’ in the App Store or Google
Play and install the application to your
mobile phone or tablet.

Enter the event

you will see the 2025

Against Women pop up.

You may need to download
the event first by clicking
where the arrow appears in
the image.

Once the event is
downloaded, click the
arrow to enter the event.

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HANDOUTS

How to access handouts

1.Navigate to either the Conference App or Attendee Hub

online. Make sure you are logged in!

2.Tap or click on the session you wish to access handouts from.

3.On the app, scroll down until you see ‘Attachments’.

     On Attendee Hub, look for ‘Resources’ on the right of your screen.

If the session provides handouts, they will be available in those

locations.

NOTE: Not all sessions have handouts. No hard copies will be

provided.

SURVEYS

How to access session surveys

All surveys will be conducted via the Conference App. Session

surveys will appear within the session on the Conference App 20

minutes before it concludes. You MUST scan into the session with

your badge in order to see the session survey.

How to access the overall survey

The overall event survey will appear on the last day of the

conference on the home page of the Conference App. Once you

take the overall survey, you will be emailed your certificate of

training with a list of sessions you scanned into. Please make sure to

scan your badge when walking into each session to receive credit!

Q&A

What is the dress code?

Conference attendees should dress professional/business casual. 

We also recommend dressing warm as the Sheraton Hotel stays very

cold. If you forget a jacket, stop by the CCAW merch table and

purchase a fleece or blanket!

We also require attendees to wear their badges at ALL times.
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Can I bring my pet?

No animals are allowed in the Conference Center unless they are

recognized service animals as defined by the Americans with

Disabilities Act (ADA).

Can I carry my firearm?

The Sheraton prohibits open and concealed carry for non-law

enforcement. Firearms for law enforcement are allowed to be kept on

your person or locked in your hotel safe.

Are meals provided?

There will be a light breakfast of pastries, fruit, and coffee daily.

Lunch and dinner are not provided and should be purchased

individually by attendees. Food will be provided during the Howdy

Hour event.

How do I get CEUs?

To receive credits on your certificate, you must scan your badge when

walking into a session. If you don’t do this, you will not receive credit.

Once you complete the overall survey in the mobile app, you will be

emailed your certificate that will reflect all of the sessions you

scanned into. Each attendee must report their attendance to their

individual reporting agency.
